PROPOSAL OVERVIEW

The Buckland Park proposal is a joint venture of partners Walker Corporation
and Daycorp. The site has an area of 1,308 hectares

The site is located on Port Wakefield Road within the City of Playford, west of
Virginia, and around 32 kilometres north of the Adelaide CBD, and 14 kilometres
from Elizabeth, see Figure 1.

The site is bounded by Port Wakefield Road, the Gawler River, Cheetham Salt
Limited saltpans and horticultural activities. The site is between 2.5 and 4
kilometres from the Gulf St Vincent coastline. The site is relatively flat arable
land primarily used for low intensity grazing.



Remnant native vegetation occupies parts of the site’s north west and south west
portions, which can be seen on the aerial photograph in Figure 2.

The Cheetham saltpans, adjoining the south west boundaries of the site, are man
made structures.

It is anticipated the proposal will comprise 12,000 residential allotments, with an
average size of 500m?, supported with multiple purpose open space, and
commercial, retail, community and employment uses. The proposal is illustrated
in the Masterplan at Figure 3.
